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Dual Carriageways 

· What is a DC? Safe yet fast road with ‘carriageways’ separated by some kind of divider. Each ‘carriageway’ may have one or more lanes.

· Getting on: 

Drill: ACM - Accelerate/Check/Merge.

       Slip roads = acceleration lanes. Can have different lengths - Consider risks! 
       Give way to traffic on D/C. 
       Signalling (right) early to get on. 
       Speed? – Aim to match speed if possible of traffic on main road.
       Better to have to slow down to merge than speed up to try to merge - WHY?

· Driving along/speed limits/lane hogging – ‘fast lane’ myth/gears/block gear changing.
Normal driving lane is lane 1 (Other lanes are for overtaking).
Be gentle with steering.
Going to 5th can feel a bit ‘weird’. 
Reflective coloured studs - Red, Green, Orange.

· Overtaking

MSM routine…… Twice…
Use of Mirrors before overtaking AND after overtaking before move back in. 
Clearance. 
Avoid ‘cutting’ drivers up. 
Use of a signal

· Merging: Do we move over lanes OR stay in our lane? Discuss 

· Getting off: 

      300/200/100 yard signs - de-acceleration lanes/exit roads. Signal to come off.
      Be aware of the fact you carry quite a bit of speed on exit which can be deceptive.

· Signs and risks of lanes merging into one……
