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Reversing

Have a think about when might you need to reverse?

Skills you need:
   
Car control 

· Be slow, with careful use of clutch for max control, do you need gas?
· Accuracy
· Point of Turn (P.O.T)
· Steering - brisk at P.O.T.

Observations 

· Make “effective all-round observations” during the manoeuvres - how?
· Use P.O.M. routine - Prepare/Observations/Move.
· Ongoing observation very important during the manoeuvre - things can change rapidly outside!

Types of reverse manoeuvres

· P.O.R (Park on Right) - Pull over and stop on the right-hand side of the road
· Bay park- 45 or 90 degree - left and right, reverse in AND reverse out
· Parallel park - consider using LRRL method for simplicity if it helps?
· NOT TESTED Turn - in - the - road: watch out for camber and don’t touch the kerbs
· NOT TESTED Reverse around a corner

Other vehicles?

Make eye contact, work out what they are doing, are they going to wait or drive past, be prepared to stop/give way/get out of way/abandon the manoeuvre.

Top tip : Only one set of wheels should be turning, either yours or theirs, so never both at the same time! It is the safest way!!!
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
